Children have
exactly the same
1 right to respect
for their human
w dignity and
physical integrity
as the rest of
adults, and that
respect must be fully respected in
the law. More than twenty years
after the entry of force of the UN
Convention of the Rights of the
Child, increased levels of violence
in many regions of the globe,

in the north and the south, are
undermining the important and
decisive achievements of the con-
vention. If we are to make real

progress, in every country, there is
a need to develop a child protect-
ion system which is explicity
human rights based and child
centres, illuminated by children’s
own experiences and view.

Paulo Pinheiro is Professor at the
University of Sdo Paulo, Brazil. He is
an Associate Researcher, Center for
the Study of Violence, University of
Sdo Paulo, USP, Brazil.

From 2003 - to 201 | Professor
Pinheiro was Commissioner and
Rapporteur on Children, Inter-
American Commission on Human
Rights, IACHR, OAS,Washington
DC. From 2003 to 2008 he was
the UN Secretary-General Indepen-
dent Expert to prepare the World
Report on Violence against Children,
(2006). Professor Pinheiro served as
Secretary of State for Human Rights,
under President Cardoso, Brazil.

Upbringing
and abuse of
children: Histo-
ric and cultural
perspective

Upbringing stra-
tegies vary with
time and space.What may be

considered a rightful punish-
ment in one society or during

a certain period of time may be
illegal in another. Likewise, the
line between culturally-acceptable
punishment and violence against
children is sometimes blurred.
For instance, in 1746 laws on
upbringing were passed in lce-



land that obliged parents to
punish their children physically
for noncompliance.Today such
punishment is impeachable. In
this presentation upbringing of
children will be examined in an
historic and cultural perspective
with particular focus on Iceland.

Jonina Einarsdottir is Professor of

TALLI UNGAR FELDING

Anthropology, Department of Anthro-
pology, Faculty of Social and Human
Sciences, University of Iceland.

Her main fields of research interests
are Anthropology of Children, Medical
Anthropology and Development.

Prof. Einarsdéttir has conducted
extensive fieldwork in Guinea-Bissau
and Iceland, and had shorter assign-
ments in Mozambique and Malawi.

Children’s
personality
development
depend on basal psychological
conditions common to all human
cultures.

The presentation will focus on
two studies: 1) An analysis of
psychosocial factors associated

with criminal behavior in adole-
scent boys from immigrant
families in Denmark; and 2) the
difficulties experienced by Danish
schools and Social Authorities
when trying to help adolescent
girls from immigrant families who
were threatened, enforced or cor-
porally punished by their families.

Talli Ungar Feldig is authorized psy-
chologist, Cand. Psych., approved by
Dansk Psykologforening as Specialist
and Supervisor in Psychotherapy.
Since 1985 Ungar Felding have
been working at Psykologisk Center,
an outpatient clinic specialized

in psychological examination and
treatment of adolescents referred
from the social authorities. Ungar
Felding has also published articles on
immigrant adolescents, culture and
criminal behavior
